Healing of the leper  
(Mk 1: 35-43)  

 

Leprosy was considered a punishment from God, 

and it was the worst sickness according to Jewish 

law.  The leper, according to the Jewish law, was 

isolated in the wilderness because it was a 

contagious sickness, and it was forbidden for him 

to get close to anyone, or anyone to get close to 

him as not to be defiled.   
 

The leper transgressed the law when he came to Jesus, and Jesus also violated the 

law by touching the leper; instead of the leper contaminating Jesus, Jesus healed 

the leper.   
 

The leper believed and trusted in Jesus and said: “If you choose, you can make me 

clean.”  When Jesus touched the leper, he created him anew, just like when God 

created man in the book of Genesis.  
 

Sin destroys God’s work in us.  Sin also separates us from ourselves, from our 

neighbor and from God.  In that situation we resemble the leper.  Today’s Gospel 

invites us to have the courage of the leper and to not give up.  We are also called 

to trust and believe in the touch of Jesus, through the Eucharist, the reconciliation 

and the Scriptures.
